The answer is (c): the light will remain about the same brightness, as seen in the photograph at the 
right and in an mpeg video that can be viewed by clicking your mouse on the photograph at the right. 

To a good approximation, water does not affect magnetic fields, so the flux change inducing the 
voltage in the coil and thereby causing the light to go on is unaffected by the water. 
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
