The answer is (d) 4 newtons, as can be seen in the photograph below, where the mask has been 
removed from the spring scale face. 

This is an example of equilibrium of forces; the total force upward on the lab mass, equal to its weight 
of 10 newtons, can be applied by either the lower or the upper scale or a combination thereof. 
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
