Review this 
question and answer as an introduction to the present question. A picture of the apparatus is shown 
below.

• (a) Both the motor and the light bulb will operate. 
• (b) Only the motor will operate. 
• (c) Only the light bulb will operate. 
• (d) Neither the motor nor the light bulb will operate.
