In your
boat you have a large rock. A friend marks the water level on the side of the pond, then you throw the
rock out of the boat into the pond, and it quickly sinks to the bottom. A model of this situation is
shown below, where the boat floats in an aquarium with a lead weight rock; pieces of black tape mark
the water level.
