Click on the sound symbols above to hear a male voice singing the vowel sounds "oo," "ah," and "ee" 
at a frequency of about 100 Hertz. The question for this week is to match the photographs wave 
shapes and spectra below with the sounds that you heard in the video. 

Wave shapes (left to right) #1, #2, and #3: 



Spectra (left to right) #1, #2, and #3: 



Match one of the three waveforms and one the three spectra shown above with each of the sounds: 

• (a) sound "oo" 
• (b) sound "ah" 
• (c) sound "ee"
